There’s something new to discover every time you visit Nihondaira Zoo.
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Active Exhibits Bring Out the Fierce in our Fascinating Carnivores
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Everyone loves seeing the big carnivores. Fierce Creatures Area 299 is so named because so
many of the animals who live here have paw pads, the Japanese word for which sounds similar
to the Japanese pronunciation of “299". This area is where you can meet the largest land
carnivore, the polar bear, along with the spotted seal, the Amur tiger, the lion, the puma, the
jaguar, and many other fierce and fabulous creatures. Each animal lives in an enclosure
carefully designed to mimic its natural environment, for example with rocks and trees. All of
the animals can be observed in their natural, dynamic glory, from a number of viewing points.
This multi-sensory experience gets you so close to the animals you feel you can see what they
can see, catch their fierce glare, breath in time with them, smell their scents. Fierce Creatures
Area 299 is a place of wonderment and inspiration, where you can be truly impressed by
some of the world’s top carnivores.
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Polar Bear
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This immersive enclosure allows you
to watch the magnificent polar bear
both on land and in the water. Wait
in the water tunnel to see how
elegantly these enormous bears
can glide through the water, or gasp
at the impressive spray of water

thrown up by the bears as they
dives into its pool from their rocky

enclosure. This specially designed §

enclosure gives you the opportunity

to glimpse the power and majesty :

of the polar bear up close.
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Allow yourself to be charmed by
the sleek and elegant silhouette of
the spotted seal as it glides from
its large tank through the

= cylindrical water tunnel and back
! again. Depending on where you
! look, these seals can appear twice

as big as they actually are —an
impressive sight not to be missed!
In the zoo, the polar bear and
spotted seal are located next to
each other. In nature, however,
they are predator and prey.
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Seeing a lion up close can be a surprise: these jungle kings are much bigger than you might
expect. They sometimes try to intimidate visitors through the glass of their enclosure; get
too close and perhaps you too will experience their menacing growl.
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Meerkats share the same
enclosure as the lions. These

cute and charismatic critters
$ are a perennial zoo favorite.
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Watch the jaguars stalk their way through the trees in their enclosure. Catch their fierce
glare and you will be struck by the feeling that you are being targeted as prey. Look deep
into their eyes as they prowl above you, smell their distinctive scent, and enjoy being in
close proximity to these marvelous big cats.
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Be amazed by the sleek athleticism of the pumas, seen from above and below. Their
dynamic leaps across the jagged rocky platforms in the centre of the enclosure are

particularly impressive.

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Get so close to our tigers that you'll think you've accidentally wandered into their territory.
From behind the glass, these tigers burn bright, terrifying and brilliantly alive; this is an
encounter that will have you catching your breath.
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The Lesser Panda Hall combines internal and external enclosures. Inside, you can watch these adorable animals in close proximity, almost
close enough to touch! Outside, you can enjoy their antics as they scamper across their climbing frames and corridors. Lesser Pandas are
surprisingly active and love to move around. Nihondaira Zoo is responsible for the pedigree registration of all Lesser Pandas in Japan as
part of our species management program.

A rich center for research, education and
communication. Stuffed specimens, skeletons and
explanatory panels teach you more about the zoo
animals and how humans, animals and nature are all
interrelated. The Center also tries to highlight the
importance of species management and conservation,
the value of life, and the need for protection of the
natural environment. It also hosts seminars and events.
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Enjoy seeing our adorable penguins resting quietly on land then gliding dynamics through the water. Our indoor viewing area means you can
watch the penguins whatever the weather, as well as get a unique from-below view of them as they play in the water. Our penguins are very
curious, so they might even come right up to the glass to say hello. Visit during one of our special events and you might get the chance to
feed the penguins, too. This is the perfect place to enjoy watching these wonderfully agile swimmers, soaring playfully through the waters.
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Bornean orangutans are the world’s largest tree-dwelling primates. Our enclosure is filled with trees and ropes for these beautiful
animals to play with, giving you a breathtaking display of their strength and dynamism in the air at the same time. Watching these
orangutans use both arms to swing across the ropes really is a sight to behold.
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The Grazer House is home to a variety of herbivores, including the
fearless cliff-climbing Barbary sheep, chital deer, often said to be the
most beautiful deer in the world, and red-necked wallabies, normally
found in the forests and grasslands of Australia . Don't miss seeing
the Barbary sheep casually climbing up sheer cliff surfaces!
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This flying cage is the largest in Japan, at 15m high, 83.6m wide, and 55.9m deep. It is filled with a marvelous menagerie of birds, Wander through four distinct zones, each of which represents a
including flamingos, great white pelicans, Inca terns and scarlet ibis, all able to soar as they please in an enclosure designed to be as different habitat, and enjoy seeing the reptiles from a variety of
close as possible to their natural environment.

These experts, working at various facilities around the country, then work together to
maintain animal populations through breeding programs, to restore wild populations through breeding programs, and to conduct and present research. Nihondaira Zoo is responsible for the lesser panda and giant anteater breeding programs.

It is considered
a model agreement, showing how securing new animals and working with other leading zoos can assist in the stable operation of zoo facilities and programs.
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Education at Nihondaira Zoo
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The Zoo offers a range of educational curricula for infants, young children, and students at elementary and junior high school.

Through these programs, we hope to nurture in children a caring and curious approach to animals, and a deeper understanding of the natural world.
